A new analysis has determined that the threat of
global warming can still be curtailed if countries
cut emissions of heat-trapping greenhouse
gases by 80% this century. The analysis was
completed by scientists at the National Centre
for Atmospheric Research (NCAR).

To examine the impact of cuts on the world's
climate, Washington and his colleagues operate
a series of global studies in collaboration with the
NCAR-based Community Climate System Model
(CCSM).

In contrast, emissions are now on track
to reach about 770 ppm by 2200 if unchecked.
The team's results stated that if carbon dioxide
were held to 460 ppm, global temperatures
would spike by 0.8 degree Celsius above current
readings by the end of this century. (In contrast,
the study also showed that emissions would rise
by almost five times that amount, to 2.3 degrees
Celsius above current readings, if temperatures
were continued to be allowed on their present
